· Other memorable stories included a Q&A with Hall of Famer Tony Gwynn, one of Ted Williams’ childhood friends after The Kid’s death in 2002, a 2003 column on the Tillman brothers, prior to Pat’s death, and inspiring stories of two athletes who also happened to be mothers, Marla Streb and Shannon Brooks.


· Along with the individual awards, I was also part of a four-person (full-timers) desk that won more than a half dozen APSE and CNPA awards for sports coverage.


· Additionally, I provided contract writing for The Associated Press, Los Angeles Times, Los Angeles Daily News, Orange County Register, Sacramento Bee, Fresno Bee, Oregonian, Ventura County Star and Missoulian.
