Methodology and criteria

For our search, we looked at !rms across the state of Indiana. All of the !rms considered are bound

by !duciary duty, registered with the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) and o"er

individual account management and !nancial planning services.

The !rms that met this criteria were ranked based on their AUM and client-to-advisor ratio. These

criteria are weighted equally in our scoring metrics. Firms with a higher AUM and lower client-to-

advisor ratios garner higher scores. Our ranking system is designed to help compare !rms but does

not indicate which !rm may be best for you.

In our reviews, we’ve listed several other key features that will help you determine which !nancial

advisor is most !tting for your investing style and !nancial needs. It is important to note that we did

not include disciplinary disclosures as a metric for our ranking. We have listed any disciplinary

disclosures current as of January 26, 2021, but urge you to evaluate these !rms on

https://adviserinfo.sec.gov/.
