The Metropolitan Police Department reported 169 murders in Washington in 2006. And as we near the mid-point of 2007, that grim statistic appears to be on track to remain below 200 for a fourth straight year. That's a vast improvement from the early 1990s, when DC was averaging around 450 killings a year. One resident who has seen more than his share of death on the streets is Curtis Mozie, a 41-year-old resident of the Shaw neighborhood. He works at the non-profit Bread for the City. But he's also known as "C-Webb." And as a video historian he has chronicled the lives and deaths of more than 50 young men - most of them friends and neighbors. All victims of gun violence. Now, he and several other community leaders have brokered a truce between two warring gangs in his neighborhood. Tony Sanders has more on C-Webb's efforts to make a difference.
